In pure samples of the following compounds which would be expected to show intermolecular hydrogen bonding.
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The first and third molecules will participate in intermolecular hydrogen bonding. For example with the third molecule the acceptor atom  may either be the N or O with the latter the more likely, The donor atom is the O.

In the second molecule there is no X-H polarised bond.
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
